Provide a Comprehensive Project Set List of drawings and information you will provide in your final document set. At this point, you do not need to include what you would provide in the formal presentation as a projected image – you can figure this out later if we decide that projection is good (which is usually is). 
For now, create a list that documents the entire set. The intention of this is for you all to develop – as a team – a clear picture of what you need to provide. (Later, it can be modified to fit as your Table of Contents for the written document).

Example would be…

Title Sheet / Cover Sheet – Project Title(s), Team Names, Course, Professor, School (created as a formal Cover Sheet and followed by a title page fly sheet). 

Introduction – tell me what you are addressing – it can be in bullet point for now.

Categorize the general topics (you can use your mock up list from last Friday) – Example – Downtown/Stadium, Harrisburg, Mason Park/Gus Wortham

Within each, give specifics of what you will provide.

There is always a written portion at the end that concludes the document.

Things to remember:

You are creating an urban design solution that is somewhat controversial to one particular audience – Gus Wortham golfers. It does not take precedent over information gathered for the East Houston work done by UofH – community comes before one individual set of participants.
You are telling a story about a potential solution for the urban design problem involving the stadium as well as training facilities and corridor to downtown. In doing this, it means that compromise was part of this solution – you will need to address this. You show what you feel as a team is your ideal solution along with other solutions that have more obstacles.

The list you are doing for this assignment enables us to look over the totality of the project and make determinations on ‘gaps’ that may still exist and allow for a plan to address those.

Remember, you should each review the work you have produced and isolate the images you feel meet the ‘list’ you develop. Then take these to the team to discuss. You may decide to use already produced work, or to modify it slightly. You do not start your master drawing set from complete scratch.
Process is part of the presentation, which means that you need to present how you got to the final solution. Think about where this goes in the completed set.
