I will rate these questions based on how well your project fulfills each.

- Does the Astrodome serve the city as a structure?

- Does the site establish a connection to the existing city fabric?
- Does the building design establish its role within the site?
- Can the conversion of use contribute to the city?
- How will the new Astrodome, as a hotel, attract national and international conventions?

What changes were made to contribute in a new way and how might these serve the city?
- How does one fully utilize the space so that the new use is economically viable?
- Is there a clear understanding and representation of the Astrodome as a place within the city fabric?
- Does the building establish a relationship with the site?
- Student’s design response based on their “position” of historic intent.
- “Quality’ of new use and its role in the economic landscape of Houston.
- Design response to sustainable strategies (that also support the building’s design)
DRAWINGS:
AERIALS
□ Aerial of Existing Uses
□ Aerial of Proposed Uses (you can use the google image and overall in transparency through a color diagram the uses – such as, multi-family, office, hotel, convention space, parking, public transportation.
With these two diagrams we are trying to express what uses exist on the site presently and what uses will potentially exist as a result of your design.

RELATIONSHIP DIAGRAMS
□ Transportation (earlier work done in previous assignment)
□ Paths & Nodes (is there a relationship diagram that you have already developed that expresses movement (paths) and significant spaces of interaction (node) as it is significant to your design.
□  Figure Ground Density Existing (you did this in a past assignment, just insert in your booklet)
□ Figure Ground Density Proposed (if this has changed from your new design)
□ Site Plan 
These items are intended to get you to think about how you addressed these in other drawings – just make sure you considered this if it was relevant to your design:
□ Buildings 
□ Circulation
□ Green Space
□ Hardscape
□  Historic Integrity
□ Dome Space
□ Dome Exterior
□ Skin
DESIGN SOLUTION:
□ Parti (that initial parti you did that expresses you initial concept and will reflect the final design of your building – it is brief, it is sketchy and it is seen as the gesture that represents your ideas)
□  Conceptual Drawings (those drawings you did (in many cases on butter paper) that you feel are significant in expressing your process for design.). You don’t need to include every one of them, only the few that express your process work.
□  Project Statement = a brief statement that expresses your design.
□ Design Objectives (Bulleted) – phrases that express your intention with the design and that supports your project statement. 
□ Design Influences from Research – any work you did to establish the ideas for your design work. This could be case studies that are relevant to your design, or product research for a particular system you are using, etc…
□ Program – Represented in either plan or section. You all did this early on, you will only have to modify it to represent your design to date.
□  Pro-Forma (EXEMPTED) – do not do this 
□ Study Model – if you did any physical models -  bring them to your review. If you cannot bring them, photograph them and have them available if they represent a development of your idea.
□ Computer Model – the model that represents your overall building and serves in place of a physical model.
□  Floor Plans – All floor plans should be included in the booklet, but you may design to show only a few in a larger scale on the boards. Think about what is most significant to express in your floor plan (your design) and make sure that those plans are readable and expressed on the board. You may have for example, two or three floor plans which show the more significant design ideas and the remainder are at a smaller scale.
□  Detailed Plan Lobby – just make sure that your lobby spaces are easily understood in drawn form. If this is done in your above floor plans, this is fine. If you feel you need to have a detailed plan of a particular area of your design, then do that.
SECTIONS: in general, this is longitudinal and transverse, but you may need to alter this to best show your design and structure. Likely, you have already discussed this with me. You may need to cut your section in an area that is not directly longitudinal or transverse.
□ Longitudinal Section - 
□ Transverse Section
ELEVATIONS (MIN. of 2) Key elevations selected: May include more than 2 if they are needed to understand your exterior design issues. Since this is a round building, elevations can be difficult to read when there are only 2. If you feel you need to show more, then add more. Even adding a portion of one elevation to express something, is fine and this can even be taken from your model in that particular case.
□ North Elevation
□ South Elevation
□ East Elevation
□ West Elevation

Sections and details should support your design. Select a condition that best expresses this.

□ Wall Section Exterior (will be shown from foundation to roof). Because this may be at a scale that cannot indicate enough detail, you may elect to show details drawings that support this section.
□ Wall Section (Likely Interior) (same as above)
Find something interesting about your design and express details that support these aspects of your work.

□ Structural Detail #2
□ Structural Detail #3

□ Building Structural Diagram
□ HVAC Schematic Diagram – only on a conceptual basis – just understand the general system, how it enters the building, moves around the building to serve the areas and exits the building. The conceptual diagram discussed in studio is posted online on the website.
Select perspectives that express how it feels to experience your design. These express the character of your building design – they include furniture, landscaping and people as it applies.
