Souter, managing partner of Marmon Mok Architects, San Antonio’s largest architectural
firm, has expanded the firm’s legacy by infusing its core value of community service into the
essence of his practice. For 30 years he has earned a reputation for improving the lives of
children through “emphatic” architecture that responds to their needs and perceptions while
strengthening organizations that provide vital services to families and the community. His
portfolio of projects and clients includes the State of Texas, the University of Texas Health
Science Center at San Antonio, the Lions Club, the Girl Scouts and numerous social
services organizations.

Souter has served at every level of leadership at AIA San Antonio, as a director of the Texas Society of
Architects and as chairman of that organization’s Committee on Architecture for Health.

Imber has been described as a “classicist” who combines the best traditions of classical
architecture with deep understanding of the uniqueness of place and culture in American
communities. His work reflects a marriage of artist and craftsman — and his work has
garnered awards and acclaim across the country and around the world. He received the
2007 Arthur Ross Award for Excellence from the Institute of Classical Architecture and
Classical America.

Imber is an active member of AIA San Antonio and conceived and developed the AIA San Antonio
Homes Tour, which has become the chapter's most popular and recognized annual event. He is
president of the Institute of Classical Architecture in Texas and a founder counselor of the Congress of
Residential Architecture.

Harris is recognized for his dedication to sustainable design. He integrates the discipline of sustainability
with the beauty of craft to create architecture that artfully enhances connections to nature, community and
place. His work has received nine national design awards and has been featured in

more than 30 books and publications.

Maijor projects include the World Birding Center, a 2006 AIA COTE Top Ten Green
Project and 2007 AIA Honor Award winner. Through his leadership, the U.S. Green
Building Council Central Texas-Balcones Chapter was established in 2004. He currently
serves on the USGBC'’s national board of directors.

Out of a membership of more than 81,000 there are fewer than 2,600 AIA members distinguished with the honor of
fellowship. It is conferred on architects with at least 10 years of membership in AIA who have made significant

RAYMOND HECTOR BROGNIEZ, Associate Professor of Architecture, Emeritus, 1965-1979, of
Houston, Texas passed away on March 7.

Robert L. Alexander, AlA, ‘69, passed away suddenly Saturday, April 5, 2008 while vacationing in Ft.
Lauderdale, Fla. Mr. Alexander was born November 21, 1945 in Fort Worth, to R. L. and Elsa Palmer
Alexander. He was a partner in the architecture and interior design firm of Alexander + Kienast, founded
in 1995. Mr. Alexander received his Bachelor of Architecture degree from Texas Tech University in 1969
and was a registered architect in 18 states. He was also a registered interior designer in Texas. His
professional affiliations include the American Institute of Architects, National Council of Architectural
Registration Boards, Texas Society of Architects and the Oak Lawn Committee, City of Dallas. Mr.
Alexander loved and was much loved by his family. He was preceded in death by his parents, Elsa and
R. L. Alexander. Survivors: Sons, Scott and Christopher Alexander, of McKinney and Dallas;
granddaughters, Meegan and Kyrstin of Melissa; sister, Sondra Kay Goodman and husband, Bob of
Sarasota, Fla.; nephews, Jim French and wife, Alyssa, of Denver, Colo., and Brian Hutson and wife, Beth
of Fort Worth; and many cousins.

Robert Charles Messersmith, Sr., ‘52 honored father, devoted husband, consummate architect, and
treasured friend, passed away in his home on Wednesday, November 7, 2007. He was 82 years old. He

left his family with lasting memories of a beloved patriarch. He left his community a better place for his
leadership and professionalism.

Born August 14, 1925, in Fort Worth, to Mr. and Mrs. Frank E. Messersmith, Sr. Bob attended Fort
Worth public schools until the family moved to Chicago in 1940. He graduated from Calumet High School
in 1942, and returned to Texas to study architecture at Texas Tech. Architecture school was interrupted
in 1944, when he enlisted in the Army and volunteered for the 82" Airborne Division. He saw combat
duty for five months in Europe and was discharged in June 1946. Six days later he married his childhood
sweetheart, Dorothy Loafman, in Fort Worth. In 1947, Bob and Dorothy moved to Lubbock where he
continued his architectural studies at Texas Tech. Upon his graduation in 1952, the couple decided to
remain in Lubbock for Bob’s apprenticeship training.

He started his first practice of architecture in 1955 with Marvin Stiles and Evan Roberts. In 1977, Bob
formed Robert Messersmith & Associates, with offices in Lubbock and Midland. The firm became MWM
Give to Tech Online Architects, Inc. in 1981, with Bob, Jeff Whitaker and David Messersmith as principals.

- Bob was a consummate professional — a respected architect throughout Texas. His professional
accomplishments included terms as President of the Lubbock Chapter of the American Institute of
Architects and two terms as Treasurer of the Texas Society of Architects. In 1983 he was selected by the
College of Architecture at Texas Tech University as its first Distinguished Alumnus. He regarded this as
one of his most prestigious honors.

Bob’s love of architecture and Texas Tech and his contributions to the profession of architecture were
exemplified by the establishment in 2003, of the Robert and Dorothy Messersmith Scholarship in
Architecture, for deserving students in the Texas Tech College of Architecture. Bob and Dorothy reveled
in meeting the recipients and encouraging them in their budding careers.

He was preceded in death by his wife of 62 years, the effervescent Dorothy; and three brothers, Frank
J. of Whittier, California, Marvin of Fort Worth and Larry of Fort Worth. He is survived by his son, David
Messersmith and wife Leanne of Dallas; daughter Carol Livingston and husband Bob of Lubbock; son,
Gary Messersmith and wife Kelly of Shallowater, son Robert, Jr. of Austin; sister-in-law, Carol Thornton
and husband Bob of Weatherford; niece, Jamie Thornton of Weatherford; grandchildren, Patrick
Messersmith and Kristi Le of Abilene, Ashley Messersmith, Andrew Livingston, Megan Messersmith and
Chase Messersmith; and a two week old great grandson, Connor Robert Messersmith of Abilene.

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TTU College of Architecture in El Paso Continues to Grow

The new College of Architecture Bachelor of Science in Architecture program in El Paso is now entering
its second year. We have admitted our second class and enrollment stands at a total of 35 students, with
expansion plans to 100 students within a few years. We are just finishing construction work on our new
home for the next few years on the El Paso Community College campus. EPCC has given us 8,000
square feet for Texas Tech classes and studios. | recently worked with TTU and EPCC administrators to
develop a 5.4 million dollar grant to build a new “Architecture” campus in El Paso that would
accommodate Community College programs, joint classrooms for distance learning and a new separate
building for Texas Tech College of Architecture. If granted by the HSISTEM federal government grants,
the building should be completed in two years. We did receive state approval for the title of Texas Tech
University at El Paso. The College of Architecture is now the second major professional school headed
by Texas Tech on the border in El Paso and indeed the only accredited architecture school on the
Texas/Mexico border. Texas Tech Health Sciences Center in its eighth year in El Paso has just built a

maijor facility and medical school, with a change of the existing Tomlasson hospital to Texas Tech
University Medical Center. We are very proud to be joining this new Texas Tech tradition in El Paso and
thank the El Paso community and local El Paso architects, particularly alumni, for their overwhelming

generous support.
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Tech Hosts Masonry Professors Roundtable

The 2008 (21%' year) Masonry Professors Roundtable was hosted by Texas Tech University College of
Architecture and College of Engineering August 14-16 in Lubbock. The Masonry Professors Roundtable
is composed of faculty from the colleges of architecture in the state who teach masonry-related courses
in the curriculum. This is sponsored by Brick Industry Association, Southwest, a branch of Brick Industry
Association (BIA).

This annual event gives the faculty an opportunity to come together and discuss merits of masonry
construction and innovative ways that it may be presented in respective course instruction and college
curriculum. Each year a different college hosts the meeting. In addition to formal presentations and
discussions, the group tours facilities of the host institution such as testing labs, materials labs, significant
masonry buildings on campus or the community, and historic uses of brick in architecture. This year’s
theme was “Green Brick”, a timely subject because “Green Building” Sustainability and LEED are no
longer just catch phrases for architects and engineers. The keynote address was presented by Greg
Borchelt, BIA Vice President of Engineering and Research. His topic was “Sustainable Aspects of Brick
Manufacturing”, a very valuable and timely presentation to be taken to the classroom in assisting students
understand how the industry is addressing sustainability in manufacturing, and how the masonry exterior
cladding materials are the “’Greenest” products available.

Architecture Academy, for area high schools will also be a focus for additional funds. Both of these
programs support architectural education and recruitment for Texas Tech. We are proud to be a part of
both programs.
