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Practicum + Studio

The Practicum + Studio Program integrates graduate design studio with professional
practice experience for each student participating. The program links student skills
with firm needs for seven months (summer + fall or spring + summer). During the
fall/spring semester the student works four days a week in a local firm, while taking a
design studio on Wednesday evening and Friday of each week. The summer is spent
working for the firm. The practicum segment exposes the student to the broader
aspects of professional practice and focuses on the student’s skills along with the
firm’s practice related needs. The studio segment integrates urban or architectural
design which addresses an actual client-based project. Through our partnership with
firms in Austin, Dallas, Houston, San Antonio, and El Paso we are able to provide
students which much needed practical experience prior to graduation.

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Faculty Highlights

Texas Tech University graduate students joined Associate Professor MaryAlice
Torres-MacDonald for a site visit in Houston, Texas. The studio is currently studying
the bayou system and its relationship to the downtown. In addition, the studio will
redesign Jones Plaza as a service project for the downtown district. Graduate
students Jason Fancher, Brice Harris, Jose Louis Bejarano, Brandon Hartley, Gilbert
Lopez (students not present in photo: Tyler Gentry and Chad Lewis) spent two days
viewing significant works of architecture in Houston. The studio is part of the College
of Architecture Practicum + Studio Program.

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Chris Taylor joined the faculty in August 2008 to augment the studio culture of the
College and to bring Land Arts of the American West to Texas Tech. Land Arts is a
field study program that examines the intersection of natural and human forces that
create landscape.

In late December Incubo Atacama Lab was published in Santiago, Chile documenting
the conference and field workshop Taylor led in the Atacama Desert to expand the
definition of earthworks and open an exchange across arid lands along the north-
south axis of the Americas. An article about this project will be published this spring
in the Journal of Architectural Education.

Last fall Taylor lectured about Land Arts at Oberlin College. In November the
exhibition “Field Reports: documents and strategies from Land Arts of the American
West,” which he curated, opened at Temple Gallery in the Tyler School of Art in
Philadelphia. In January he conducted a field workshop, “Performing Land Arts: the
Philadelphia Experiment” with students from Tyler and Oberlin. And, he presented a
lecture about Land Arts at Tyler in February.

In late February Taylor will be participating in “Procession + Seduction,” a Glass
House Conversation moderated by Fritz Haeg at the Philip Johnson Glass House in
New Canaan, Connecticut. Then he will present, “Scratches, Roads, and
Monuments: ground truth in Land Arts of the American West” at the College Art
Association’s Annual Conference in Los Angeles. In March he will participate in the
critical conversation “On Fingerprints in the Act of Making” at the Association of
Collegiate Schools of Architecture’s Annual Meeting in Portland.

In April he will be lecturing about Land Arts at Yale University School of Art and the
book Land Arts of the American West will be published by the University of Texas
Press. It documents the development and history of the Land Arts program under the
direction of Christ Taylor and Bill Gilbert.
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Javier Gomez, Assistant Professor, designed a high rise that was awarded the Gold
LEED certificate making it the first and only one with that level in Mexico.
